Budgetary decisions made last spring for this year’s budget called for the elimination of district funding for field trip transportation.  That does not mean, however, that students may not go on field trips.  Teachers arrange field trips for the purpose of enhancing classroom instruction and, to quote Superintendent Salvaggio, they “add an incredibly valuable dimension to student learning.”  When appropriate, the classroom teacher arranges student field trips for his/her classroom.  Sometimes parents are asked to pay an entrance fee.  Other times, there is no charge.  This year, parents will be asked to pay for the cost of transportation as well.  A permission slip will be sent home to you by your classroom teacher asking for your written permission to participate and outlining any and all costs to parents prior to embarking on the trip.  Remember, as principal (thanks to the generosity of our P.T.O.), I have a small fund that may be used to assist parents who are experiencing financial hardship.
