MIDDLE SCHOOL CLUBS AND ACTIVITIES

The following is a list of activities offered to middle school students both before and after school. This list may change from year to year based on student and staff interest. We are always interested in new ideas.

* Intramurals are an outgrowth of the physical education program. Students participate in a variety of activities such as, basketball, gymnastics, bowling, volleyball, archery, track and field events, softball and lacrosse.

* Extramurals allow our students to compete against other schools in a low level competitive arena. Our goal is to involve as many students as possible in these programs.

* Interscholastic teams are made up of students able to participate in a more selective sports program. Students try out for Niskayuna's 7th and 8th grade, modified, freshmen or in some instances, junior varsity teams.

* Drama club involves students interested in dramas. The goal of the group is to present a performance sometime during the year.

* Newspaper Club meets on a regular basis and publishes a middle school paper several times throughout the year.

* Student Council members are elected yearly. They provide support for student and school programs.

* Yearbook Club members work with faculty advisors to produce our middle school yearbook.

* Mathcounts is a nationally recognized program for students interested in math problem solving. Mathcounts is sponsored by the National Society of Professional Engineers - Capital District Chapter. The students compete in regional contests with the winners going on to state and national competitions.

* Peer Mediation trains students selected by their classmates to help resolve disputes that occur during the school day. Mediators meet periodically throughout the year to discuss the skills they have developed.

* Newcomers Club consists of students new to the middle schools. Counselors meet with these students to discuss their adjustments to our schools.

* New York State Math League Contest is held for 7th and 8th graders at the beginning of February and for 6th graders at the beginning of March. Students are asked to solve 40 questions in 1/2 hour using a calculator.

* Homework Club meets after school a few times a week. Counselors help students with homework.

* Banana Splits is a group of students whose parents are divorced or separated who meet at lunch time for discussion and support

* Photography Club offers students the opportunity to explore many aspects of photography. The purpose of this club is to expose students to the world of photography.
